
 It’s that time of year again. Snow and ice could be in the forecast 
any time now. Here are some reminders about school procedures 
if we need to delay the beginning of the school day, close school 
early or cancel school due to inclement weather: 
1) Check out the Parent-Student Handbook, page 30. We will 

contact local radio stations and TV channels to help us get the 
word out about a school closure or delayed opening. 

2) We follow the decision of the Salem-Keizer school district for 
delayed openings and school closures. All three Catholic    
Elementary Schools and Blanchet School will have the same 
decision. If there is a delayed opening, parents may use their 
own discretion about attempting to get children to school. 

3) We will put a message on the school answering machine as 
soon as a decision about a delayed opening or school closure 
is made. We’ll also try to send out an e-mail message to the 
families on our e-mail list. 

4) The Blanchet website often displays these decisions as well. 
Check www.blanchetcatholicschool.org for information on 
weather related delays/closures. 

5) We will call you if we need to close school early due to 
weather conditions. Please make arrangement now to have 
someone available to pick up your child if we need to close 
school early.
